Hospital: A ward (a large room in a hospital with beds for people to stay in), admit someone (to hospital) / to be discharged, an auxiliary nurse
Note: Speakers of American English would generally say "He's in the hospital." If someone is just visiting a hospital, or making a delivery there, or working there, rather than admitted as a patient, we would say, "She's at the hospital." "The hospital" does not necessarily imply that we know the name or location of the hospital.
